CONTROLLERS

The controllers of the Championship shall be the EP REGIONAL MOTORSPORT COMMITTEE

2.
AIM OF THE CHAMPIONSHIP

To declare a Champion Motorcycle rider in the Open class, Champion Senior Motorcycle rider, Champion Master Motorcycle rider, Champion Junior Open motorcycle rider, Ladies motorcycle and quad riders and Champion Open Quad rider.  The winning rider in the Silver challenges will also be acknowledged.

VALIDITY OF REGULATIONS

For the calendar year of 2010
4.
REGULATIONS

All qualifying events shall be held under the General Competition Rules and Standing Supplementary Regulations of MSA, these Standing Regulations and the Supplementary Regulations issued by the Promoters.

5.
ELIGIBILITY
5.1
Any Motorcycle or quad built for on or off road use is eligible.

5.2
Competitors must comply with the safety specifications for riders as per the 2010 MSA Hand Book and the motorcycle and quad must comply with both safety and eligibility as per the 2010 MSA Hand Book.

6.
DEFINITION AND DURATION

The events shall be a test of riding skill and physical endurance of both rider and machine over an unseen cross country route or course.  The events may incorporate or consist wholly of Regularity Stages or Racing Stages and Special Stages.  The minimum distance of a qualifying event shall be 200km in length or five hours riding duration, whichever is the lesser.

CHAMPIONSHIP EVENTS


As per the 2010 MSA Motorsport Calendar.

MINIMUM STARTERS AND CLASSES
8.1
There shall be a minimum number of six (6) starters in every class. Should the class in question not receive six (6) starters that class will not be scored towards the Championship. No competitor may enter more than one class. 

8.2
Motorcycles of any engine capacity can be ridden in the Open, Senior, Masters and Silver Challenge classes. 


Motorcycles up to 200cc Two Stroke and 250cc Four Stroke can be ridden in the Junior Open Class.
8.3    Quads of any engine capacity can be ridden in the Open Class.

POINTS SCORING

Points will be awarded for each of the events as follows:

Riders competing who are ineligible for the Championship will be ignored for the purpose of scoring points for the Championship.

9.3
A competitor who sets an event that counts towards this Championship may compete and obtain points as earned or may be granted average points for that event subject to the following conditions :


i)
the competitor is eligible to compete for this Championship


ii)
a competitor may only get average points for TWO such events throughout the year


iii)
average points shall be calculated by adding the competitor’s points for all the events held and dividing by one less than the total number of events held.  If a competitor does not compete in any event, then the rider shall be deemed to have DNF’ed that event.

iv) No more than TWO competitors may receive average points for a particular event.

v) A competitor that elects to ride will start first.

10.
NUMBER OF EVENTS TO COUNT

All qualifying rounds will be scored in determining the final Championship positions; a minimum of 5 events will be run.
11.
SEPARATION OF TIES

Refer to GCR 229 of the 2010 MSA Hand Book.
